FAQ

Why should I purchase pet food at Hill’s?  Because Hill’s is the leader in pet nutrition and offers your pet the best diet possible, from maintenance of healthy pets to prescription diet foods to reduce weight or help with treating certain medical conditions.  When you buy from the Warehouse you are helping yourself and the student programs at the College of Veterinary Medicine, so it pays to purchase Hill’s pet foods as you are actually paying yourself!

How does it work?  Once you register yourself (www.hillsvet.com) and your pet(s) at www.hillsholos.com, go to the physical Warehouse and show your CVM ID to obtain a weight limit card and purchase food.  If you have a special request for something not at the Warehouse, just let a staffer know and it will be ordered for you.  The Warehouse is a result of Hill’s making food donations that are then sold at a great discount (about 80-90% off retail prices) to students, faculty and staff at UF’s College of Veterinary Medicine.  The Warehouse is open every two weeks on Friday (5p to 7p) and Saturday (10a to Noon) and the dates are announced in advance by email.

How much food can I buy?  The college feeding program is limited to 40 pounds of food per month, totaling 480 pounds per calendar year. Your food purchases are tracked on a weight limit card. 

Can I buy Hill’s Prescription Diet at the Warehouse?  Yes! The Warehouse carries Prescription Diet. All you need to do is bring written approval from a licensed veterinarian for your pet’s special diet. We will provide you will a sticker for your weight limit card noting that you are permitted to purchase Prescription Diet. 

Where does the money go?  Every dollar earned from the Warehouse goes to support the University of Florida SCAVMA (Student Chapter of the American Veterinary Medical Association) and the operational expenses of the Warehouse (rent, utilities, etc.).  This means that when you support the Warehouse, you are supporting the students at UF and the various programs that receive funding from SCAVMA, including social events, clubs, some courses and awards and banquets.

What if I have problems?  Problems are rare but if you have one, please contact an on-duty manager or a Hill’s Student Representative – Ken Brown (kbrown56@ufl.edu) and Megan Cires (smithm@ufl.edu). 

What about prices?  We try to give everyone the best discount possible off retail and wholesale Hill’s prices.  Some foods are very expensive to produce and are, therefore, more expensive to purchase.  BUT - the value and deep discounts are there for everyone!  Pricing is based on weight and the wholesale price from Hill’s, then discounted and grouped into manageable weight-based price ranges.  As expected, Prescription Diet food is going to be more expensive than Science Diet, but the deep discount off wholesale prices still keeps the prices reasonable.
